In 1983 consultant Robert Hobson conducted a survey of heritage buildings 

in the Okanagan and Similkameen Valleys. According to Hobson, 

Summerland had the highest number of “Class A” buildings in the study. 

Summerland came a close second in the number of “Class B’ buildings and 

clearly had the highest number of “Class C” buildings in the study. 

 

The Summerland Museum created an “Inventory of Heritage Buildings” in 

1988. The Summerland Heritage Advisory Commission created a “Heritage 

Inventory in 2005 and amended in 2001 and 2007. Only one heritage building 

has official provincial heritage status: the George Ryga Centre. All other 

identified heritage buildings and sites are deemed “red flagged”. This means 

that when a building permit is issued for these structures (demolition, 

renovation) the  District and the Heritage Advisory Commission can attempt 

to request that the owners preserve the heritage elements of the structure.

HERITAGE SITES 

INVENTORY 
Summerland has two heritage sites that require protection. Priest Camp 

Historic Park is a 50 acre park on the shores of Garnett Lake. First indentifed 

on maps in 1846, it is the first non-native settlement in the Okanagan Valley 

and the first non-fortified settlement in British Columbia. 

 

The seocnd heritage site the Okanagan Fur Brigade Linear Park. This park 

was created for Summerland’s Centennial in 2006. It is a 4.1 km linear park 

which extends from Preist Camp to the northern boundary of Summerland. 

It then extends an additional 0.9 km into the Central Okanagan Regional 



District as leased land. This trail has been estimated to be 6,000 years old, 

1500 years older than the Egyptian pyramids !
