Jubilee Road will be closed between Kelly Avenue and Rosedale Avenue for the festivities to allow for spectators and 
safe family fun in and around the new skatepark.  There will be free swag and giveaway draw prizes at the event. Youth 
are encouraged to watch the demos and join in the “Skate Jam” with the pros.
