To be eligible for this 
excellent opportunity, students must have attended secondary school, college or 
university during the last school term and be returning to studies in the subsequent year 
or be completing their schooling in the same year.

boulevards, cemeteries, sidewalks and drainage systems, and other 
duties as required.
