B ALC Applications

By the end of November, the District has exceeded the total number of development applications
for the whole of 2020. Throughout 2020, the District had a total of 85 applications, and at the end
of November 2021, we are currently at 90 applications. This is despite a reduction in the number
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of development variance permits from 2020 (31 vs. 39). This may indicate that the administrative
update to the zoning bylaw in 2020 is helping to reduce the number of variances applied for and
more staff time is being dedicated to higher level applications, such as subdivisions and

rezonings.

Total construction value year-to-date for the end of October is now at $58,263,000. November
saw a slow down in construction value issued, but the number of permits issued remains strong
with a total of 23 permits issued. The District may see a 5 year high in the number of permits
issued at year end of 2021 in addition to the projected record year in construction value.

With the recent snow, staff are
projecting that Traffic Bylaw complaint files will increase as we move into December for the
balance of the year.
