(10) You must attach the “Non-Resident Property Elector Consent Form” if the land title 

registration of the real property in relation to which a person is registering under this 

section indicates that there is more than one individual who is the registered owner of 

the real property. The person may only register as a non-resident property elector with 

the written consent of the number of those individuals who, together with the person 

registering, are a majority of those individuals.
